Increasing OUTREACH through Technology - VISUAL HEARING RESOURCE
CENTRE

The BC Family Hearing Resource Centre is happy to announce the piloting of their “Virtual
Hearing Resource Centre”. When a family participates in a session in the “Virtual Hearing
Resource Centre”, they will use their computer and a webcam and go on line to talk “live” to a
therapist/teacher. The centre can be logged into from any computer that is connected to the
internet, has an up-to-date browser with the Adobe Flash Plugin, and a webcam.

There have been a few successful sessions in the Virtual Hearing Resource Centre with a family
and their Community Service Provider’s in Fort St. John. It is really neat to be able to sit at a
computer and to participate in a therapy session where the audiologist is introducing
“conditioning sounds” to the parent. During the session listening activities, to try right then, were
suggested from the Consultant on line at the BCFHR Centre. The child’s participation and
responses were immediately evaluated.

The use of the Virtual Hearing Resource Centre has unlimited possibilities, for example one-on-
one meetings, therapy sessions, sign language classes and community workshops to name but a
few.

Ladies, of the Royal Purple this could be an opportunity to assist Outreach families in your
Community who would like to join the Virtual Hearing Resource Centre. We can contact the
Out Reach Consultant at the BCFHRC!

My term as President is half over and | have enjoyed meeting so many Elks & Ladies of the
Royal Purple. Visiting Lodges that | would normally not have the chance to visit is a real treat.

Some update News:

The Camps are being utilized quite well but 1 would like to see Lodges advertise our Camps in
their Communities more. Make your Communities aware that these Camps exist and that there is
no charge for children’s groups to use them.

Our new Camp (Elkcanoe) is progressing very nicely. The entire infrastructure is in place. The
Caretakers living quarter is in place and ready for occupancy. The other 4 Units are in the
process of being built. We anticipate that all the Units will be ready by March and the Camp will
be ready to take bookings in May.

Our Dream Lottery tickets sales were a disaster this year, no fault of the Lodges that did quite
well selling tickets. We only netted about $8,000.00 for the Camps after all expenses and prizes
were paid. The Telemarketers netted us about $85,000.00 this year, good for them. We sent out
a notice to all the Elks Lodges asking them if they want to continue selling the Dream Lottery
Tickets and only 5 Lodges replied. The Elks Executives did not want to make that decision as
they wanted to have the Lodges tell us what they wanted to do. We will be acquiring the Dream
Lottery License again anyway and if by chance we aren’t going to sell tickets we can always
cancel the License. The Dream Lottery Committee has made a recommendation that we change
the prize structure from Vehicles and other articles to giving out Cruise and Cash prizes instead
plus our Early Bird cash prizes. The Camp Society Board of Directors will take that under
consideration in our March meeting.

We had a donation to the Camps of $40,000.00 from an Elks member’s Estate from Trail. That
member also donated $50,000.00 to the Family Hearing Centre. What a great gesture that was,
we sure can use the money.
